A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MOUNTAIN VIEW 
AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE TO AMEND 

THE GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF MOUNTAIN VIEW AND 
THE COMMUNITY SERVICES AGENCY OF MOUNTAIN VIEW, LOS ALTOS, 

AND LOS ALTOS HILLS FOR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS 
TO CURRENT AND FUTURE COMMUNITY SERVICES AGENCY FACILITIES 

TO EXTEND THE TERM BY TWO YEARS TO JUNE 30, 2027, AND AUTHORIZING 
THE CITY MANAGER OR DESIGNEE TO FURTHER EXTEND THE TERM WITHOUT 

RETURNING TO COUNCIL UPON SHOWING OF GOOD CAUSE 
 
 
 WHEREAS, the Community Services Agency of Mountain View, Los Altos, and Los Altos Hills 
(“CSA”) has been the City of Mountain View’s safety net for more than 65 years as a part of the 
Emergency Assistance Network (“EAN”) and is a vital, multi-faceted service provider offering 
a range of programs for residents in need of assistance; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Mountain View (City) has partnered with CSA for ongoing 
homeless prevention initiatives, such as rental housing assistance, outreach, case management, 
and the Senior nutrition program, in addition to innovative programs, such as a Guaranteed Basic 
Income Pilot Program called Elevate MV; and 
 
 WHEREAS, on June 11, 2024, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 18893, which, 
among other things, awarded a grant in the amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) to CSA 
for capital improvements to current and future CSA facilities; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Resolution No. 18893 also authorized the City Manager or designee to execute 
a grant agreement with CSA in an amount not to exceed One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) for a 
one-year term ending June 30, 2025; and 
 
 WHEREAS, CSA has informed City staff that it may take two to three years to undertake 
and expend the grant funds on its planned capital improvement projects; and 
 
 WHEREAS, City staff seeks authorization to extend the term of the grant agreement by 
two years to June 30, 2027, to provide CSA additional time to expend the grant funds on their 
capital improvement projects; and 
 
 WHEREAS, City staff also recommends providing the City Manager or designee authority 
to further extend the term of the grant agreement without returning to City Council upon a 
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showing of good cause in the event CSA needs additional time to expend the grant funds on their 
capital improvement projects; and 
 
 WHEREAS, a showing of good cause sufficient to justify further extension would include, 
but would not be limited to, CSA demonstrating significant progress towards commencement and 
completion of their capital improvement projects over the next two years or a showing of 
unforeseen circumstances causing unanticipated delays in the projects; now, therefore, be it 
 
 RESOLVED:  that the City Council of the City of Mountain View hereby authorizes 
amendment of the grant agreement between the City of Mountain View and the Community 
Services Agency of Mountain View, Los Altos, and Los Altos Hills for capital improvements to 
current and future CSA facilities to extend the term by two years to June 30, 2027; and be it 
 
 FURTHER RESOLVED:  that the City Council of the City of Mountain View hereby authorizes 
the City Manager or designee to further extend the term without returning to City Council upon 
showing of good cause; and be it 
 
 FURTHER RESOLVED:  that this Resolution shall become effective immediately upon 
adoption. 
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
