RECOMMENDATION

Legislature during the 2023 legislative year related to landlord-tenant laws as well as recent court
cases related to tenant relocation assistance and rent stabilization.

In 2023, the California State Legislature adopted several bills affecting landlord-tenant law,
including, among others, updates to the Tenant Protection Act of 2019, that are intended to
strengthen the protections afforded to tenants.
