SUBJECT: PUBLIC ART ANDCIP PROJECTS NO.:  K-5

POLICY:  

Capital Improvement Program (CIP) projects fornewparks, newbuildings, major
renovations ofbuildings, newbridges, neworrenovated public plazas, new trailsortrail
extensions, newbicycle/pedestrian over- orundercrossings, orother capital projects as
directed bythe CityCouncil with construction hardcosts of $1.0million orgreater shall
allocate two percent (2%) oftheconstruction budget, not toexceed $400,000 (Cost Limit),  
fortheselection, purchase, and installation ofsignificant appropriate piece(s)ofartwork.   
TheCost Limit shall beadjusted every five (5) years based ontheConstruction Cost Index
beginning January 1, 2027.  Allartwork selected andpurchased shall beincorporated as
anintegral partoftheproject design.  Thisartwork may consist ofworks integrated into
theproject, acquisitions, artcommissioned, orother appropriate installations.  TheVisual
ArtsCommittee isresponsible foradvising theCityCouncil ontheselection ofartand
artists forqualifying CIPprojects.
