NEW INITIATIVES FOR TEEN SERVICES

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READ AND REPEAT STORYTIME SERIES

Youth, Bookmobile, and Collections librarians launched a Read and Repeat storytime series on
Monday, April 7. This special type of storytime builds early literacy skills through repetition in
storytelling to foster prekinder readiness. The story-based approach connects real-world
concepts to reading material in support of different learning styles.

Each session in the five-week series focuses on rereading the same book with activities that
explore key concepts in science, language arts, math, social studies, and art. By revisiting the
story in multiple ways, the program will strengthen comprehension, foster critical thinking, and
nurture a love of learning in a small group setting.
