Section IX. 1.-b) Summary of the decision. 
 
The amount of $165.00 due to the reduction in services on the basis of the loss of covered parking 
spaces is not worth it the disadvantages because a covered parking protects the automotive investment 
from the adverse weather conditions (rain, cold, wind, sun). A vehicle exposed to those elements must 
be washed more often, therefore there is more expenses, the panels exposed to the sun, wear out more 
frequently, and as it was mentioned at the last hearing, that was the main inconvenience, is that we 
leave to go to work at 5:30 am. During the wintertime the vehicle has ice on the windshield and for that 
reason we have to remove on a daily basis the ice with water during all that time of the year, and for 
that reason this does not work for us, due to the inconveniences and the use of time.  
 
For that reason we ask for the reimbursement besides that it is also included in our lease contract. 
 
Section IX. 1.-c)  
 
Regarding the storage space, inconveniences are way greater. Due to the reason that the amount of 
$162.00 does not cover those as I mentioned in the previous hearing, the distance, the time and the cost 
make things complicated regarding the logistic of my job, and for that reason I ask for the money back, 
since it is also written in our contract. And it was not affected due to the new construction. 
 
Section IX. 1.-6) 
 
With regard to the enjoyment of the quietness that every tenant should be entitled to, the amount of 
$165.66 is not worth it at all the quietness and peace of mind that we have lost due to the negligence 
that the management has done regarding this problem, since the complication is obviously so extreme.  
As it could verified, as of today, regarding the events, no evidence has been presented to support that 
something is being done to solve the problem, without overlooking that every day it gets more 
complicated and we are exposed to very dangerous occurrences and worrisome, unpredictable.
